Africa and Canada supplying food,
clothing, medication, finances and various provisions as well as supporting
the churches in these destitute areas.

REACH OUT TO CHILDREN

In Peru, Rebirth International Ministries has its first outreach mission by the
name of Asociacion Nuevos Pasos (New Steps Association). This outreach
is dedicated to ministering to children. There are efforts currently underway
to erect a building to house 100 orphaned children and minister the love of
Jesus to them. Likewise in Zambia, Rebirth International Ministries is raising
support to build a “refuge site” where children go daily to receive food and
shelter frominclement weather.
